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CCV PAC Renews Call to Luecke & City Officials To Enforce
Aduit Business Ordinance In Light of Violations

Citizens for Community Values has continued to investigate alleged
adult business ordinance violations and is renewing our call for
officials in South Bend to enforce the Aduit Business Ordinance as
passed by the City Council in 2000, that places constitutionally valid
public health and safety limitations on adult businesses.

South Bend City Atiorney Chuck Leone has admitied that he is not
enforcing the ordinance as passed by the City Council. Just a couple
weeks ago he said the City was enforcing the parts of the ordinance
that were enforceable.

As there is no chailenge 1o the Ordinance it is completely
enforceable.

For years he hid behind a iawsuit filed by a few strip bar operators as
his excuse. He pointed to questions raised about the ordinance by
Judge Scopelitis who sat on the case for 5 years uniil the plaintiiis
were in jail or in trouble with the Indiana Alcohol & Tobacco Commiission.
in fact Maayor Luecke and Mr. Leone waited so long to take action that CCV
told the City we were prepared to sue for standing in the case so we could
file our own motions. CCV also protested Scopelitis’ role at all since he was
deciding the fate of his former client’s (James Nekvesil’s) business
assoctates. The second maxim of judicial cthics in the State of Indiana states
that judges should avoid even the appearance of impropriety. Nekvasil was
the person convicted for extorting $9.6 miilion from Andy Ujdak and
Sobieski over Ujdak’s visit to a local strip bar.

The former lawsuit regarding the ordinance is no more. The issues raised by
the initial entries of the case evoked a response from Indiana Attorney
General Steve Carter that the ordinance shouid be enforced and that as the
attorney for the State he had no concerns that the ordinance was preempted.

As there is no lawsuit and the Indiana Attorney General has already weighed
in on behalf of the ordinance, it should be enforced. Former South Bend
City Attorney John Broden who is now a State Senator scrutinized the
ordinance for 18 months before recommending it for passage and
enforcement. His testimony before the Council indicated that the Ordinance
was Constitutional and enforceable.
